After a lengthy campaign, Glasgow Women'’s Library has been
successful in securing Maud Joachim’s medal recognising the first strike
in Scottish history. GWL received grant from the Scottish Government'’s
National Fund for Acquisitions and an ‘incredible £28,000 raised in
individual donations from around 500 people’ to make this happen.

This is an insightful look into specialist refuges as
spaces where ethnic minority women could ‘heal from
abuse, foster community, and find their political voices'.

PhD student Hannah Speed contributed a blog post to
Women'’s History Scotland, ‘Nomen Readers’ Letters to
the Glasgow Forward, 1906-1919', a fascinating glimpse
into the issues on women readers’ minds.
