Creative literature in Russia has always been an important source for understanding the political processes there. Robert Porter will discuss the politico-literary scene in the Soviet period and contrast it with the volatile and diffuse cultural situation which has obtained in Russia since the 1990s. He will conclude with some comments on the political fiction of Valerii Kazakov.

Robert Porter's interests are in the area of modern Russian prose fiction and Czech literature. He held the position of Chair of Slavonic Languages and Literatures in Slavonic Studies at the University of Glasgow from 1999 to 2005.  In Autumn 2007 he was Visiting Professor at the University of Columbia, New York.
