Dr. Lebow, an assistant professor of history at the University of Virginia until 2008, is currently a visiting fellow at the University of Edinburgh. Her book Socialism in One City: Nowa Huta and the Transformation of Poland, 1949-1989 is forthcoming from Princeton University Press.  
Abstract; 
The paper examines Stalinist mobilization campaigns in Nowa Huta   --Poland's 'first socialist city'--   during the early- to mid-1950s, a time when (according to one activist) every aspect of life in the new town was 'agitation, a momentous kind of politics.' It proposes that the micro-politics of everyday life and work under Stalinism, set against the backdrop of the era's broader social and political changes, are key for understanding the subsequent emergence of worker opposition in Poland.
