Central & East European, Russian & Eurasian Studies (CEERES) 
is a multiple Masters degree structured around three international 
mobility periods at three different consortium partners. 
On completion, you will be given three separate degrees. 
The consortium includes the University of Glasgow (UK), University 
of Tartu (Estonia), Corvinus University of Budapest (Hungary), 
Ilia State University (Tbilisi, Georgia), Jagiellonian University (Kraków, 
Poland), KIMEP University (Almaty, Kazakhstan), Lobachevsky 
University (Nizhny Novgorod, Russia) and National University of 
‘Kyiv-Mohyla Academy’ (Ukraine). 

Programme structure
The programme is structured around three 
predefined mobility periods at three different 
universities across Europe, Russia, and Eurasia. 
In addition to the core courses below, a wide 
selection of optional courses are available at 
each partner. 

Year 1 - semester 1 (University of Tartu)
•	 Introduction to Central and East European,

Year 1 - semester 2 (University of Glasgow)
You will select a named pathway.

Year 2 - semester 1 (partner university)
You will study abroad at one of the multiple 
degree partner universities. These mobilities 
include a credit-bearing placement with NGOs, 
think tanks and professional organisations. 
Language options are available in the local 
language of the partner university (Hungarian, 
Georgian, Polish, Kazakh, Ukrainian and 
Russian).

Year 2 - semester 2 
Dissertation writing and research. Option of 
fourth mobility depending on dissertation 
research needs.

Career prospects
Many of our graduates have embarked on very 
successful careers in government, particularly 
within foreign diplomatic services and 
international media. Others are working in 
academia as lecturers and researchers at 
universities in the UK, Norway, Greece, Italy 
and Poland.
