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I. INTRODUCTORY NOTES

This handbook is intended to be an introduction to the database created from the Registrar General for Scotland’s Detailed Annual Reports.  The introduction gives a few preliminary remarks and comments about the database. Section Two of the handbook explains the structure of the database.  Section Three gives alphabetical lists of keywords and diseases and section four explains the way these are used and combined using examples from the database.

The database was created as part of the “The Scottish way of birth and death” research programme, funded by the Wellcome Trust. This research programme explores the medical, legal, administrative and social aspects of civil registration in Scotland, following the 1854 Registration Act.  The database helps the project by providing a searchable index to the Detailed Annual Reports published by the Registrar General’s office for the years 1855 (the first year of civil registration) to 1945.  The Detailed Annual Reports are the public face of Scottish registration, and they provide a valuable insight into the state of the population and its health, and also the social concerns of the time. Every subject covered in the text of each report is indexed in the database with details of the report concerned and page numbers to locate the reference.

However, the database does more than just simply provide an index to the reports as particular subjects can be followed over time. For example, the researcher can track the classification of a particular disease during the 90 years covered taking into account possible differences in names and spelling of the disease across that period of time.  The structure of the database and the data entered in the fields reflects the research aims of ‘The Scottish Way of Birth and Death’ project, but should other research interests develop the database can be used to address them.  The database is a resource which can be adapted to multiple research interests and objectives.

A basic knowledge of Microsoft Access is required to run and query the database.  A few standard queries have been already programmed and are easy to use.  Knowledge about running text-related queries (known as String queries) might be of an advantage to create more demanding queries.

The following section explains the structure of the database and how the different tables relate to each other.

II. STRUCTURE OF DATABASE

The structure of the database is very straightforward.  It consists of 3 tables – Report details, Annual reports and Section of Report, which are connected with each other.  

The table ‘Report details’ holds information about the individual reports (year, report type, full title, date of writing, author of report and name of the Registrar General), as it appears on the title page.

Each heading has been given an abbreviated code in order to facilitate the data input, as it would have been very time-consuming to type in the full name of the section every time. The ‘Section of Report’ table gives these abbreviations and the full name of the corresponding section as it appears in the report.

The ‘section of report’ column is particularly important, because it reflects the original structure of the reports.  In doing so, it shows how the reports’ structure changed over time, for example, which subjects were considered in the main body of the report and what appendices were added.  When used in conjunction with different keywords, the section of report shows where in the report particular issues were dealt with. The codes which correspond to each section of report heading have been used for abbreviation purposes in the database and have been chosen by the compiler of the database.  For example, Influence of External Agencies on the Mortality has been abbreviated to ‘EXTERNAL’. When the codes belong to a class of diseases, they start with a ‘C’ or ‘CODS CLA’ or ‘CLA’ to indicate the word ‘Class’.  The easiest way of analysing the data is to include the full ‘section of report’ field in the query as the tables are linked.  This avoids having to look up what the code stands for every time.

The third and last table, “Annual Reports”, is the actual index of the Registrar General’s Reports.  Every record in this table has an ID number, which uniquely identifies it.  It also has the year and report type, the section of the report code for the section of report to which this entry belongs, “Keyword 1” and “Keyword 2” fields, which describe the subject being discussed in the report, and the start and end pages of the entry [i.e. when discussion of that subject begins and ends].

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The year and report type columns are linked to the ‘Report details’ table, mentioned above.  This ensures that every entry in the database is linked to the corresponding details of the report to which they belong.  This is very useful, because one should bear in mind that the original reports were always written at least 6 months after the year in question had ended.  For example, the report about the year 1911 was finished on the 16/01/1914.  From the beginning of registration until approximately 1900, the time span between the annual data being collected and the report being written could be up to 6 years.

The column ‘Topic’ classifies the individual entries under the following topics:

This very broad classification was made to link the entries to the files and correspondence in the Registrar General’s archive.  It has to be pointed out that the codes and the classification of the entries under the individual topics was made by the compiler of the database and does not reflect in any way the original text.

The section of report column is linked to the ‘Section of report’ table.  This column contains the abbreviation codes for the original section headings.  It is through this column that one will be able to follow the different classifications of a particular disease over time, as it will show in which sections of the report the disease was mentioned and therefore classified.  The link between both tables means that when the database is analysed through a query, instead of showing the abbreviated code column, one can simply call up the full name of the section besides the details of the entry as the screenshot below demonstrates.

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The search was done looking for ‘Small-pox’ in the Keywords 1 field.  It is possible to see how the diseases appears in the ‘Zymotic diseases’, ‘Weather and its influence on mortality’ and ‘Zymotic diseases – Miasmatic diseases’ sections under the Registrar General’s own classification.

The use of the ‘Keywords 1’ and ‘Keywords 2’ columns requires explanation.  The keywords used in this field were chosen by the compiler of the database and do not necessarily correspond with the original word or phrase used in the Registrar General’s Reports.  Keyword 1 gives the topic of the entry.  This could be Births, Deaths, Marriage or a particular disease, such as small-pox in the example above. Keywords are listed in section three of this handbook.  The ‘Keywords 2/Description’ field contains descriptive information about the topic indicated in the Keywords 1 column.  For example, in the screenshot above one can see that Keywords 1 column contains small-pox.  If Keywords 2 contains the Keyword ‘Statistics’ then that means that statistics relating to small-pox deaths are given.  If Keyword 2 contains ‘Infant mortality’ and ‘Statistics’, then statistics relating to infant deaths due to small-pox are given.  If there is more than one keyword in the ‘Keyword 2’ column, then the keywords are separated by a semicolon.

Start page and end page give the page numbers in the report where the subject is covered. For example, in the 1875 report, statistics of infant mortality from small-pox were discussed on page 42. Repeated references on the same page mean that the author has returned to the subject more than once.

The last part of this small introductory guide will be a discussion and description of the individual keywords and the meaning of different keyword combinations.

III. KEYWORDS EXPLANATION

In this section the keywords used to build the database are listed alphabetically. These have been separated to indicate those used in the ‘Keywords 1’ column, those which are disease names, and those used in the Keyword 2 column. There is some overlap – the keywords under Keywords 1 may also be found in Keywords 2 [but not vice versa], and the disease names may be found in both.  Explanation of specific keywords has been given in square brackets where necessary. The way in which keywords have been combined is found in section four of this handbook.  

One fundamental feature of the keywords is that they have no value assigned to them. For example, the keyword “Statistics” is used when the author gives the statistics for the deaths due to tuberculosis, but it is also used when the author states that there has been no deaths from small-pox.  The same applies to, for example, “Literacy levels of parties”.  When this is used with “Statistics”, this indicates that the statistics are given for the people who sign with mark, the ones who sign with their names or both.  The reason for using the keywords in this way is that it would have been impossible to make an entry for the precise statistics in the time scope given to build the database and enter the data.  If one is particularly interested in the exact statistics of a specific year, there is no other solution but to read the corresponding Detailed Annual Report, as precise statistics are not stored in the database.  A deliberate decision was made not to include precise statistics at this stage, since the Registrar General’s occasional production of cumulative statistics makes this unnecessary.  The database indicates where cumulative statistics occur in the text of the reports.

The following section lists and explains the keywords used in the database.  Sections III.1 and III.2 are particularly important, since they contain the keywords and disease names used in the ‘keyword 1’ field.  The words in italics are used for cross-referencing, i.e. to find the keywords used in the database, while the words in bold are the actual keywords from the database.  The lists have therefore been expanded to facilitate cross-referencing, although they are not exhaustive in this respect.  Although the attempt was made to keep the keywords as close to the original expressions from the reports as possible, this was not always feasible.  In many cases, keeping the original wording meant that keywords which were strongly related would have been positioned on the list very far apart from each other.  This would have made cross-referencing a difficult problem to tackle.  Furthermore, it appeared more appropriate to try and group related keywords together so as to make it easier for the user to overview the keywords related to one topic.  For example, the keywords ‘Building operations’ and ‘crushing accidents’ would have been very far apart on an alphabetical list, although both are related to the topic ‘Accidents’.  The decision was taken to deviate slightly from the original wording in the Registrar General’s reports and create the keywords ‘Accidents, building operations’ and ‘Accidents, crushing’.  This allows the user to see all keywords related to the topic ‘Accidents’ in an alphabetical list.  This method was also used for names of diseases.  For example, ‘Basal meningitis’ became ‘Meningitis, basal’, so as to group all Meningitis keywords together on the list. The rule of thumb used has been disease name, and then either part of body or more specific designation.

When a keyword is strongly related with another and this is not immediately apparent, a note is made suggesting the user also look up the other keyword.  For example, the keyword ‘Phthisis’ points the user to the keywords ‘Tuberculosis’ and ‘Consumption’ as these a strongly related to ‘Phthisis’.

IV. COMBINATION OF KEYWORDS

In this section the combination of keywords will be introduced and a few examples given.  The aim is to give an idea of how the keywords have been combined, as showing all combinations is impossible due to the vast amount of keywords used.  Keyword 1 is a usually a general topic or a particular disease, while Keyword 2 specifies a certain aspect of the topic or it specifies the type of data given in the text of the report.  Before some examples are given, it is important to realise that the more one uses the database, the quicker one will become familiar with the different keywords and keyword-combinations (as these have a tendency to be repeated).  This will save having to look up keywords from the above list all the time.

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In the above example it is possible to see the combination of the “Section of report”, “Keyword 1” and “Keyword 2” columns, where keyword 1 is “Deaths” and keyword 2 is “Statistics”.  This indicates that the report deals with the number of total deaths of a disease group, for example, Diseases of the respiratory organs, or the total deaths for that year (when Section of report is “Deaths”).

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This query shows where the geographical spread of total deaths or deaths in particular classes has been given in the report. The geographical spread can range from differentiating between the north, south, east and west regions of Scotland or, and this is more common, between the urban, rural and insular areas, for example. The first entry shows that the report details the sex ratio of deaths from diseases of the brain and nervous system by geographical area on page 44.

Example 3. 
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This picture shows how keyword 2 specifies the keyword 1 data.  The report gives statistics for  the Legitimate birth rate (keyword 1) for 1904, but the keyword 2 field shows that this rate is based only on married women who are of childbearing age (15-45 years old).  Furthermore, the data is not only given generally for Scotland (last entry), but also for different areas (Geographical spread), for individual counties (Geographical spread CTS) and for individual large or principal burghs (Geographical spread 15).  The statistics are also given for the past year(s) (Comparisons, with previous years).

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In this example, the 17th entry from the top, marked with an arrow, shows a more elaborate combination of keywords.  The “Section of report” column indicates that the entry is in the “Marriages” section of the report.  Keyword 1 indicates that the passage deals with the literacy levels of the marrying parties (i.e. if they sign with name or mark).  In addition, Keyword 2 indicates that the statistics are given grouped in geographical areas.  Furthermore, the fact that Glasgow and Edinburgh are mentioned means that the two cities have been mentioned deliberately in the report.  The “Reasons, immigration (Irish)” indicates that the author of the report states that the Glasgow and Edinburgh stand out in literacy (or illiteracy) because they have a big influx of Irish immigration.
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
